GWRRA since its conception has maintained a 

non religious, non political stance. Since the OCP has 

been implemented some of our members are acting 

like they did not know GWRRA held a non religious 

policy. The OCP did not change the policy we are just 

making everyone aware of what GWRRA policies 

are. The motto of our association remains to be 

ñFriends for Fun Safety and Knowledgeò, this has not 

changed and we will always focus to make our mem-

bers our number one focus. The following article is 

taken from the Officers Handbook page D-8. 

RELIGION   
GWRRA is purposely designed to be free of reli-

gious persuasion and ceremony. This is not because 

the Association is opposed to religion but religion is, 

and should be, a personal choice. No Member should 

be compelled or forced by virtue of their attendance at 

a GWRRA function to participate in a religious cere-

mony that may be in conflict with their own beliefs.  

If for some reason it is determined that prayer is 

appropriate, make it a moment of silence so everyone 

in attendance can offer their thoughts in their own 

way. If worship services are offered at GWRRA func-

tions, they should be  announced in advance and de-

noted as optional on the event program and staged in a 

separate location for those who want to attend. This 

discussion pertains to all levels of GWRRA.  

 

VOTING  
A GWRRA Chapter is designed to operate as a 

politically free, educational, social unit of our Asso-

ciation. As Officers, itôs our responsibility to maintain 

this environment. If we have voting, two things will 

happen. First, Chapter Members assume the responsi-

bility which lies with the Chapter Director; and sec-

ond, it starts the process that will lead the Chapter out 

of the GWRRA Chapter concept and back into the 

club format, resulting in the loss of GWRRA Chapter 

hood.  

If we donôt do any voting, what about the times 

when a decision needs to be made and you need input 

from your staff and the Members? How do you reach 

a decision if you donôt call for a vote?  Thereôs a very 

simple way to do this. We survey our Staff and our 

Chapter participants for their opinions, ideas, desires 

and find the consensus of the group.  You should get 

all the input and advice you can, weigh it with what 

you know about GWRRA procedure and policy, then 

make your decision.  

A decision that will give the Members what they 

want! Most of the time, your decisions will be in 

agreement with the majority of your Staff and/or 

Members, but there will be times when you will need 

to explain why your decision canôt be a certain way. 

 This is where your leadership ability will really 

count. This is where you will really need to know and 

understand  how GWRRA operates and be able to 

convey this information to your Members so they will 

understand your decision.  

Sometimes, decisions may be proper but not popu-

lar, explain well! There will be times when you wonôt 

feel you have enough input to make a good decision. 

That is when you need to call your District Director. 

If necessary, they have the Region Director to depend 

on. Although the District or Region Directors may not 

always be able to solve a particular problem for you, 

they often can help find information to provide you 

with input that should help you resolve the issue. This 

discussion of voting pertains to all levels of our Asso-

ciation.

Everyone knows there is a Rider Education Program Data 

Base, but may not know what itôs for, who has access to it  

and help it can benefit the individual member.  I have 

taken excerpts from the REP Database Familiarization 

Presentation to provide information concerning the 

REP DATABASE.  The complete presentation is 

available on line at WWW.GWRRA.ORG. 

The Rider Education Program (REP) Database is a 

tool designed to assist and help the GWRRA Rider 

Educator, at all levels of the organization, manage and 

record the Memberôs rider education accomplishments 

and achievements.  It is intended to provide:  

¶ Tracking of personal accomplishments and 

individual achievements for the GWRRA 

REP Levels Program 

¶ Rapid access to REP Education and Training 

records  

¶ Individual certification program status  

Whoôs Information will be found on the Database?  

Rider Education Program (REP) Database is de-

signed to store records of GWRRA Members 

who participate in the REP Levels Program and/

or the High Mileage program. 

¶ Enrollment in Levels Program is free. 

¶ Enrollment in High Mileage costs $5.00 for 

Pin and Hanger.  

¶ Without enrollment, Rider Course, Seminar, 

PLP, or MFA history will not be recorded. 

Data Entry Control and Permissions 

Data integrity   

Data integrity is vital to ensure that accurate 

data is collected, stored and maintained.

This data is used to determine individual 

certifications based upon proven rider edu-

cation accomplishments.   

How will we minimize data corruption?  

The ability to modify and manipulate the 

stored data will be controlled very closely.  To 

do this a  ñTiered Accessò  process has been 

implemented 

ñTiered Accessò 

¶ ñRead-Onlyò data access will be given to all 

Chapter Educators so data stored in the data-

base may be used to the maximum extent. 

REP forms N.7, 8, 9, or 10 will be sent to 

District Educator to add/delete/or modify a 

Memberôs record.  

¶ ñUserò data access will be given to Educa-

tors at the District , Region and National lev-

els. This will allow the Educator to add new 

entries and modify existing records with 

some minor restrictions. 

¶ ñAdministratorò access will be given to 

National Program Directors.  This informa-

tion includes everything in the previous level 

plus editing of Seminar Presenter, Rider 

Course Instructor, PLP Facilitator, MFA In-

structor and other certifications that must be 

earned through specialized training. 

Database Availability  

The REP Database will be available to any 

Educator who has access to the internet. 

If you would like to know your current Rider Ed 

Level, When your Rider (Co-Rider) Course, CPR and/

or First Aid needs to be renewed, What seminars you  

have attended, see your Chapter Educator or email or 

call me.  If the data is incorrect or incomplete, com-

plete an N.10, REP Levels Data Update Form and ask 

your Chapter Educator to send it to me.  I will correct 

the Data Base. 

If you have any questions on the Rider Education Pro-

gram, please let me know.  If I donôt know the an-

swer, I will find someone that does.

Please read the article on page 12 of the latest 

copy of Wing World.  The latest preliminary data 

from the Governorôs Highway Safety Association 

(GHSA) projects that motorcycle related deaths de-

clined by at least 10% in 2009!  This preliminary data 

represents the nationwide data collected from all 50 

states, and the District of Columbia. 

The GHSA did caution that the report only in-

volves one year and it is too soon to predict that this 

may signal a steady decline in deaths.  It may be wish-

ful thinking, but I hope that this is going to be a con-

tinual pattern.  I feel that GWRRA has been a leader 

in making this happen with the team effort of the 

Rider Education Program (REP) and their Motorist 

Awareness Program (MAP). The REP accomplishes 

this by training our members about motorcycle safety, 

with our world class programs including Rider/Co-

rider courses and Seminars.  

The MAP provides seminar presentations to the 

motoring public, awareness advertising and public 

relations to help them understand motorcyclists and 

increase their awareness of our presence. 

If we all do our part, this may become a continual 

trend and our sport will become a little bit safer and 

more enjoyable.

We appreciate Major Gary Dill from the Edmond 

Fire Department for attending our May meeting and 

talking to us about fire safety.  He gave us some sta-

tistics about re-entering your vehicle while fueling.  

He wasnôt able to verify the dangers of using your cell 

phones while fueling.  We have all heard that warn-

ing.  However, vapors do ignite so the important thing 

seems to be paying attention to the task while fueling 

any vehicle.  His recommendation was to fuel as safe 

as you can.  Rider and Co-Rider should be off the mo-

torcycle while fueling.  If youôre sitting on the motor-

cycle and something ignites, itôs already too late!  The 

person fueling should touch the body of the bike be-

fore grabbing the fuel hose to eliminate static electric-

ity.  Eliminating static electricity which is caused by 

shifting your body is the big issue in fire safety.  

Maybe you want to consider avoiding service stations 

where the fuel tankers are unloading fuel.  Fire does-

nôt care what gender you are so itôs important that 

everyone practices safety at the pump. 

Major Dill also warned us about home fire safety 

and fire safety while traveling.  Do you check to make 

sure the smoke alarms in your motel work?

Itôs a smart idea to practice 

emergency exit drills.  This is especially important if 

you have children or your home is two stories.  Your 

best protection is a working smoke alarm.  Practice 

safety at home and on the road.
