The Riding Season is here in full bloom.  
Everyone is out enjoying our favorite activ-

ity, Motorcycling.  This is also a very good 
time to remember to actively participate in 

Rider Education.  Motorcycling is a risky activ-
ity.  It is the goal of Rider Education to help us 
gain the knowledge and skills to manage the 
risk and reduce the frequency of accidents.  No 
one plans to have an accident.  We need to 
plan how best to reduce the risks.  One of the 
best ways to reduce motorcycling accidents to 
continually take advantage of the training 
made available to us through GWRRA Rider 
Education.  

GWRRA offers us many Rider Courses and 
Seminars.  These courses were all developed to 
help us to be better riders and co -riders so we 
can reduce the risk of motorcycling and in-
crease our enjoyment of riding.   
The rider courses offered by GWRRA include:  
¶ ARC: Advance Rider Course  
¶ TRC: Trike Rider Course  
¶ TC:  Trailering Course  
¶ Trike Trailering Course and Side -Car Rider 

Course.   
¶ MSF: Motor Cycle Safety Foundation  
¶ ERC: Experienced Rider Course is accepted 

by GWRRA Rider Education Levels Pro-
gram.   

 

Seminars offered by GWRRA Rider Education 
include:

With this years riding season upon us and 

hopes of upcoming Parking Lot Practices, I 
wanted to recommend taking a Rider 

Education Course.  Parking lot practices 
are not  an approved function to increase 
you Rider level.  Oklahoma offers several 

opportunities to increase your ability to 
ride better and safer. An Experienced 

Rider Course (ERC) offers professional 
trainers (Motorcycle Safety Foundation or 
MSF certified) to coach and improve your 

chances of surviving a life saving 
maneuver.  
Examples include:  Slow riding to increase 

balance, Braking in curves and the 
swerving to avoid an obstacle.  I have even 

put together a class of chapter members 
for a special Sunday class and received a 
discount for being GWRRA members.  

GWRRA offers many of these layouts for 
parking lot practices.  But they are for 

practicing  as there probably will not be a 
trained professional on hand to coach. 
And even if there is one around, they are 

not approved to coach outside of the MSF 

guidelines.    
Most Rider Educators are not instructors so 
NO COACHING Educators! Now is the time 

to get your parking lot practices together 
and letõs PRACTICE what weõve learned. 
For more details on ERC courses please

When a bike rider drives a car, he thinks from 
a bikers viewpoint and looks for them. When a 
car driver drives a car, he or she doesn't think 
of or look for motorcycles.

Safety doesn't happen by accident!  
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¶ Boost helmet use. Thirty states donõt have 
universal mandatory helmet laws.  

¶ Reduce drunken motorcycling. About 30% 
of motorcyclists killed in wrecks are legally 
drunk, the National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHTSA) says.  

¶ Cut aggressive driving.  

¶ Thirty -five percent of motorcyclists involved 
in fatal crashes were speeding, compared 
with 23% of car drivers.  

¶ Train bikers more.  

Motorcycle deaths fell in about three -fourths of 
the states, the GHSA projects. Noteworthy 
declines: California, 29%; Florida, 27%; and 
New York, 16%.  

Study author James Hedlund, a former 
associate administrator at NHTSA, says states 
canõt let their guard down. He notes that 
motorcycle fatalities dropped nearly 60% from 
1980 to 1997 but then began to rise.  

òJust because it went down last year, that 
doesnõt mean itõll stay down,ó he says. òNow is 
the time to put programs in place that you 
know work.ó

New report doesnõt increase hopes 
for consistent declines  

 
Motorcycle fatalities declined last year for the 
first time in 11 years, a safety group reports 
today. Such deaths had been rising while 
nearly every other category of traffic death 
went down. Based on preliminary data from 

the 50 states and the District of Columbia, the 
Governors Highway Safety Association (GHSA) 
is projecting that motorcycle deaths fell at least 
10% to 4,762 last year.  

This is fantastic news, but we donõt want to get 
too excited, because one year doesnõt establish 
a trend,ó says Vernon Betkey, chairman of the 
GHSA, which represents state highway safety 
offices. òThe real challenge is sustaining the 
momentum, making it several years in a row.ó 

Among the reasons cited by the GHSA for the 
drop:  

¶ The economy. People drove fewer miles on 
motorcycles, just as theyõve driven cars 
less.  

¶ Fewer rookie bikers. With less disposable 
income, fewer inexperienced riders are 
buying motorcycles.  

¶ Safety programs. Since 1997, more states 

have targeted motorcyclists with education 
and enforcement of laws on helmet use, 
insurance and drunken driving.  

Jeff Hennie, spokesman for the 250,000 -
member Motorcycle Riders Foundation, 
discounts the first two. He attributes the drop 
to $25 million in federal motorcycle safety 
education grants since 2006.  

We think that program allowed the states to 
get creative with their motorcycle safety 
programs, and they began programs to educate 
the rest of the motoring public to look out for 
motorcyclists,ó he says. òMotorcyclists are 
definitely a different breed. We believe so 
strongly in education, not legislation.ó  Betkey 
and others say thereõs still work to be done:
